Note to users

The first goal of this update was to overcome the problems encountered by the users equipped with 64 bits operating systems or with Windows vista/7. The former versions were having problems on these modern platforms because they were not compatible with them.

So this new version allows anybody equipped with Windows XP-SP3 or newer Windows operating systems to use GCPV. 
It should be noted that the installation could be as long as 20 minutes on systems with slow CPU and/or hard disk. The installation will be automatically done after commanding the execution of the  Setup.exe file but will be done in 3 steps, with Crystal Report installed first, then Microsoft.net and the G.C.P.V. software. The newest your system, the shorter will be the amount of time necessary. For some, patience will be necessary. Be cool…
In addition to that, some interesting changes have been included. You will find them in the following general survey.

To all G.C.P.V. users
We hope this upgrade will satisfy your needs. If something goes wrong, don’t hesitate to contact me to explain the issue encountered and please add your .pat file with your explanations. This will help us to improve the software and provide a better tool to all your volunteers. 
If you have to use National trials format for a meet, please use the former 4.5.9 version because we don’t guarantee the changes we made will work since we concentrate on testing the provincial formats.

New features of G.C.P.V. 5.1.0

1. Creation of a new .pat file

After creating the file as before, you will obtain a virtually void file in terms of datas, which was not the case before.

This will enable you to import  your usual parameters, those  you were  using for your preceding meets.

After creating your new file, go to the import sub-menu offering now the following  4 options: from your usual .pat file you will

Import clubs, divisions, categories, points lists  etc …

allows the importation  of all the settings  under the  Settings menu except the skaters list and distance settings

Import the skaters list
same as before

Import distance settings
Allows the importation of the settings for National trials as well as your Provincial Competition settings separately or all in the same operation


Import competitions

Same as before but offering the option to select many or all (right-click) the meets  in the same operation
2. Management of tables
When a table appears into a screen, the process to sort the columns has been modified. Instead of dragging the column name over the table, you have to drag it laterally to determine the sorting.
3. Skaters grouping screen
A new “Add a new group“ button  has been added to clarify the process and allow a better control at this key stage of work. It will help to prevent  some issues we had previously.

A column named “Group gathering”  has been added into the Group defining section. It allows  some groups to be gathered. By default, this field is set to 0,  which means that the group is isolated from all the others. This is equivalent to what was before. But if we want to gather 3 groups (for example Open Class, Upper Group and Lower  Group),  we will have to set the « Group gathering field » of each of these groups to the same nonzero number. Take note that the first named  group upon these 3 groups will necessarily be the root group, meaning it will contain  all the Open Class skaters whereas the other 2 will contain only some of them. This will allow the managing of group changes during the meet.
4. Races program
First, you will not see the Race Program button on the first screen of the meet as previously. There was a duplication of this screen with the one into the Competition flow screen. So we erased the Race Program screen.
You will have to go into the Competition flow to prepare the race program. This screen is now separated in 2 parts. When you are entering times ant managing the meet, the upper part of the screen is not accessible unless you click on the “Modify the race schedule” button. While you are working on the program, no data can be entered into the race managing part of the screen unless you click the “End modifications” button.

Moreover, to prevent frequent errors due to duplication of sequence numbers, there will be a validation to avoid such situations.
